DATE AND LOCATION

ASSOCIATED COSTS FOR STUDENTS

· Danielle and Lauren are working with Karyne and Steve to breakdown the budget and total cost needed for this event.  The results of this will determine cost of entry and alcohol tickets.

· Entry tickets will likely range from $2-3 to cover the cost of room rental and staffing (bartenders).  

· Drink tickets will likely range between $1.50-2 per drink

· Students can purchase entry tickets for themselves and for guests (partners & spouses welcome!) from AGSU members or at the door on the night of the event.

· Tickets at the door will be numbered.

· Lauren, Danielle and Karyne will confirm cost of tickets and bartender services. 

AGSU MEMBER DUTIES

· AGSU members must keep track of all tickets sold and associated collected monies.

· AGSU members will get together to make food for this event; Stephanie proposed hosting the food prep at her restaurant/catering kitchen on the evening before or morning of the party.

5) CUPE Report

· Currently there are 60 grievances across all disciplines and three campuses, the highest on record in 15 years.

· Pressing issue = strike and bargaining. Strike vote should be ratified.

· Danielle proposed Kash to hold an information session for students to get more information on CUPE changes and updates.  Information on the date and time will be sent out to all graduate students via email.

· Kash agreed to send the minutes of the emergency meeting to Lauren and Danielle who have promised to disseminate important bargaining and CUPE collective agreement information.

6) Comment and Questions

· Amber  is still working on the computer and printing issues from the last meeting because the univeristy technician  has not responded nor committed to a time to meet and discuss them.\

· AGSU members proposed that the communications coordinator take over the responsibility of hooking up more computers to the printer, but not sure if this is allowed by the department. 

· Graduate students are reminded to send in student bios to Amber for the graduate students page. The page is organized alphabetically.

· Another possible meeting before the wine & cheese may be scheduled to finalize details and divvy up AGSU member responsibilities.
